Sir Woolf Fisher was a co-founder of Fisher and Paykel and 
foundation Chairman of New Zealand Steel. He was a passionate 
supporter of education in New Zealand and saw the Fellowships 
as a way to acknowledge the work of outstanding secondary 
school teachers and principals. The Fellowship is designed to send 
leading secondary teachers and principals overseas to examine 
different teaching practices so that they can become more broadly 
knowledgeable and bring back ideas that will enrich education in 
New Zealand.

The Trust has always sought to uphold the guiding principles 
and values of its founder, with recipients of the Woolf Fisher 
Fellowships demonstrating some of the qualities which Sir  
Woolf himself embodied over a long and successful career  
as an industrial pioneer and leader qualities such as: integrity, 
leadership, boldness of vision and exceptional zeal, keenness  
and capacity for work.

Fellowships are conferred by the Woolf Fisher trustees in accord 
with Sir Woolf’s wishes that a ‘magic of surprise’ always be 
associated with the announcement of the awards, therefore no 
applications for Fellowships are accepted, instead trustees use a 
system of nomination which seeks to ensure that the awards are 
made to worthy principals and teachers across a representative 
range of schools and subjects.

Principal Brent Ingram says, “This is a very deserving accolade 
for the cutting edge work Mike is undertaking in curriculum 
and building leadership for teachers in charge of subjects. Mike 
is a person who gives total commitment to whatever task he 
undertakes. His innovation and creativity in working with staff and 
students in the development and implementation of a curriculum 
that meets individual student needs is exceptional.
